Genetic Determination of Blood Group

(all breeds except Turkish Angora, Ragdoll, Sibirian,
Neva Masquerade, European Shorthair)

Genetic testing of the blood group is helpful prior
to selection of mating partners. Especially in case
of the queen being group A, AB due to the fact
that group A animals can carry and pass on the
recessive b gene for group B.

Sample material: EDTA-blood or swab sample

Serologic Evaluation of Blood Group
(all breeds)

Serologic evaluation of the blood group is needed
to differentiate between groups A, B and AB. Prior
to any blood transfusion both donor and recipient
should be tested to avoid incompatibilities.

Sample material: exclusively EDTA-blood
